RATIONALE FOR THE COURSE:
This course is designed to expose the student to special topics peculiar to Civil Engineering Technology but not taught in other coursework.
COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course will discuss the ASCE and NSPE Codes of Ethics for engineers. The student will be required to submit a written review of an actual case involving ethical practices.

The rest of this course will cover the design of storm water collection and detention systems in accordance with the Horry County Storm Water Design Manual.
Study of Topics include hydrology, storm sewer design, storm water retention systems and soil/erosion control practices.    

PREREQUISITES:
Acceptance into the two-year associate degree program in Civil Engineering Technology at Horry-Georgetown Technical College or with permission of the instructor.

REQUIRED TEXT MATERIALS:  Introduction to Hydraulics and Hydrology, by John E. Gribbin

Understand the ASCE code of ethics and ethical practice in the Engineering field.
Be able to calculate the storm water runoff from a site using the rational method and the NRCS method.
Be able to size storm water drainage pipe and set inlet and manhole pipe invert elevations determined using Manning’s equation.
Be able to design a detention/retention facility for a proposed site to meet local design standards.
Be able to design practices/measures to be used at a construction site to prevent soil erosion and to prevent eroded suspended soil from leaving the construction site.

Instructors Policies:

If you miss more than 20% of the contact hours you will be dropped from the course. If you withdraw or are dropped after the 2/3 point in the semester, you will receive a grade of WF for the course if you are failing. 

Your attendance will be available to you on the D2L at all times. 

Tardy Policy 
If you arrive to class after attendance has been taken, but not later than ten minutes after the beginning of the class, you will be considered tardy. If you arrive later than ten minutes after the beginning of class, you will be marked absent even though you are present for the remainder of the class. If you arrive to class within the ten minute tardy period, it your responsibility to notify the instructor so that you will be marked tardy instead of absent. Three tardies will count as one unexcused absence. 

Make-up Test Policy 

Exams will be given on the scheduled dates and will be given during a lab period. Plenty of notice will be provided by in-class announcements and posting on D2L. Alternate dates may be scheduled if circumstances warrant and advanced notice is given or in the case of verifiable emergencies where the instructor is notified by e-mail or telephone within 24 hours. If you have not given advance notice or notified the instructor that you will miss the exam or cannot provide verifiable information that there was a last minute emergency that caused you to miss the exam, you will not be allowed to make it up and will receive a zero for that exam. Any make-up exam will be taken at the Testing Center within one week or a score of 0 (zero) will be entered for that exam. Make-up exams may be subject to a minimum 20% reduction for being late.  

Homework Policy 
Homework will be assigned from time to time throughout the semester. Homework is assigned to afford the student an opportunity to practice solving problems based on what he or she has learned in the classroom. 

Homework assignments will be assigned in class and will b due the next class. All homework problems will be handed back and worked in class following the due date. Homework can be turned in at this next class prior to going over it. Any homework not completed prior to this will receive a grade of 0 (zero). 

Homework assignments shall be completed on quadrille paper (lined graph paper). No problems shall be worked on the back side of this paper. Any work on the back side will be considered as not being submitted.

Homework not on the proper paper will receive an automatic 20% deduction for the first time and will not be accepted after that. Late homework will not be accepted after it is returned and gone over in class. You are responsible for making sure it is submitted when due whether you’re present or absent.
