1. Discuss and demonstrate the procedures, equipment items, for taking maxillary and mandibular alginate impressions. (DHG 239)
· Choose correct size and prepare disposable alginate trays for impression taking

· Explain procedure to patient

· Mix the alginate material for the mandibular tray, following the guidelines/criteria (competency sheet) set forth for securing the impression in the patient’s mouth, evaluate the impression upon removal from the mouth

· Mix the alginate for the maxillary tray, following the guidelines/criteria (competency sheet) set forth for securing the impression in the patient’s mouth, evaluate the impression upon removal from the mouth

· State the proper storage of alginate impressions

2. Discuss and demonstrate the mixing of stone, the pouring up of the alginate impressions, and the various reactions taking place as the stone sets. (DHG 239)
· Successfully incorporate the correct water/powder ratio when mixing the stone, vibrating, and mixing stone 

· Successfully pour stone into the impression, make base, and seat the poured impression on the base of stone

3. Discuss and demonstrate how to orthodontically trim the stone model after the stone has set: (DHG 239)
· Discuss safety aspects and PPE used when trimming models

· Discuss and demonstrate the steps for trimming an orthodontic model

· Discuss labeling for documentation

4. Discuss and demonstrate successful placement of a pit and fissure sealant in a lab and clinical setting: (DHG 239)
· Discuss and evaluate the teeth to be selected for sealant placement

· Discuss and demonstrate the preparation involved in prior to sealant placement

· Discuss and procure materials, instruments, and curing light for the sealant procedure

· Discuss the importance of isolation and the isolation techniques during the procedure

· Discuss and demonstrate the step-by-step procedure for placing a sealant

· Discuss and demonstrate how the sealant is evaluated

· If the sealant was too high occlusally or had a void present, state and demonstrate how to correct the sealant

5. Discuss and demonstrate how to polish amalgam restorations utilizing the Sho-fu system of cups and points. (DHG 239)
· Discuss how you would determine if the amalgam needed to be polished

· Discuss and demonstrate the step-by-step process for polishing amalgam restorations

6. Discuss and demonstrate airpolishing on manikin, student partner, and patient.

7. Discuss, mix, place, and remove a periodontal dressing on a student partner. (DHG 151; DHG 239)
8. Discuss in writing the removal and documentation of suture removal. (DHG 151)
9. Discuss and perform nutritional counseling on a patient of need.

10. Successfully take, interpret, and discuss findings of all radiographic films taken on each of the patient requirements seen in the dental hygiene clinic.

11. Successfully complete clinical and patient competencies per DHG 175.
12. Continue to improve patient assessment and instrumentation skills.

13. Continue to improve team concepts as they apply to the dental setting.

TEACHING METHODS:

Lectures, audiovisual presentations utilizing various types of multi-media, case studies, journal research, and discussion of various lab and clinical experiences.

ATTENDANCE:

ATTENDANCE IS MANDATORY.  Attendance will be taken at the beginning of each class. If a student is not present when attendance is taken, they will be counted absent even if they show up late. 
A student will be withdrawn from the class if absences (total hours) exceed 10% of the total contact hours. For this class, it means a total of 2.1 hours for lecture and 9.45 hours for lab/clinic. The hours include lecture (1 hour and 25 minutes periods) and lab/clinic (sessions are 3.5 hours in length). In the event of a serious illness that exceeds the 10% allowable absences, a physician’s excuse must be presented which states the diagnosis and the length of time the student must be away from the class. There are no excused and unexcused absences. Any time out is an absence no matter the excuse. It is the student’s responsibility to keep up with the number of any hours she/he has missed.

Beginning with DHG 175 throughout the curriculum until DHG 265 is completed; the following rule/procedure exists due to the importance of all clinical sessions: If you are to be out, you MUST call Ms. Sawyer (843-839-1064) to report an absence prior to the start of the clinic session. If there is no message, the student will receive a 5-point deduction for each clinical session missed. (The Office Manager should be contacted once the full-time faculty member has been notified: 843-839-1070) Personal appointments MUST be scheduled outside of class hours.  (Excuses from physician as applicable!)
For any absences or tardiness, the student is responsible for the material covered and submitting any homework or other material that was done prior to their arrival. It is the student’s responsibility to obtain the handouts (if applicable) that were distributed during the class time that was missed. The instructor will have them for you in her office.

If Assigned: Homework will be due at the beginning of the class for which it is due. It is the student’s responsibility to pass the homework to the front of the class for the instructor to collect or place it in the instructor’s file box. Homework will be considered late if turned in after it has been collected by the instructor and will have grading deducted from the 92% level. For any Case Study and Critical Thinking questions, answers must be in the student’s own word. Copying your answers from the textbook or a classmate’s homework is plagiarism and may result in being dismissed from the program. If the student is absent the day the homework was due, it will only be accepted the next class meeting after the day the homework was due.

MAKE-UP TEST POLICY:

Make-up tests will be given at the discretion of the instructor and only if absent on the day of the test.  A doctor’s excuse or mechanic’s bill will need to be presented for verification.  The grading will begin at the 92% grade and wrong answers will be deducted from that point.  The student is to take the test the first day they return to school and is to be prepared to take the test that day. NO EXCUSES.  If the student fails to take the test then, another time will not be available and a zero will be given for the grade on that test. It is the student’s responsibility to approach the instructor to take any missed tests

THERE WILL BE NO MAKE-UPS FOR MISSED QUIZZES!

If the student wishes to take their written test at the testing center, an appointment must be made with the testing center. Appointments MUST be made 24 hours in advance.  The testing center will not accept same day appointments. It is the student’s responsibility to make the appointment and inform the instructor of the appointment time. However, the test must still be taken on the first day the student returns to school. NO EXCUSES. This means the student must contact the Testing Center the day before they return to school so they can take the test within the required time frame as previously stated.

ASSESSMENT MEASURES:

Course Requirements

FINAL GRADE DETERMINATION
1. The final grade is based upon student performance in the lecture and laboratory/clinic portions of the course.  The student will be required to pass BOTH the lecture and the laboratory portion of the course to be eligible to progress in the curriculum.

2. A passing grade in the lecture (didactic) portion of the course is 77%. (Lecture is 40% of total grade.)
3. A passing grade in the laboratory/clinical portion of the course is 78%. (Lab/Clinical is 60% of total grade.)
4. If either portion of the course is NOT met with the minimum score of 77% or 78%, as noted above, the grade for the course will be recorded as a “D”.

5. If the student is unsuccessful in the course and would like to continue in the Dental Hygiene curriculum, the student may reapply for readmission to the program pending space availability.
GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR CLINICAL PROCEDURES

1. Professionalism must be maintained at all times. Personal conversations when patients are present in the clinic WILL NOT BE TOLERATED. Serious or repeated exhibitions of unprofessional behavior will result in the lowering of the clinic grade or failure of DHG 175. (Professionalism is 15% of the clinical grade).
2. The front reception office is OFF LIMITS to all students with the exception of the student rotating through the front office and/or meeting with Office Manager regarding patient appointment status and documentation. Incomplete Patient charts and corresponding grade sheets can be obtained from the POD instructor’s locked file cabinet. New patient folders will be dispensed per Office Manager and the student will begin a new grade sheet (forms in the clinic). All completed charts and grade sheets are given to the Office Manager by the clinical instructor. Patient charts will be properly filed upon data collection and completed student grade sheets will be filed in the locking file cabinet designated by the Office Manager. Telephone calls should be made in the x-ray viewing room.

3. All students should have their units set up and ready to seat patients by 8:15am and 1:15pm each clinic day. This additional time allows for each POD instructor and the assigned students to meet and discuss chart reviews for the upcoming clinical session. All patients should be seated by the student by 8:30am and 1:30pm. NO PATIENTS ARE TO BE SEATED UNTIL THERE IS AN INSTRUCTOR ON THE CLINIC FLOOR.

4. Unit clean-up is a part of a clinic session and will be included in the clinic grade. If a unit is not clean and is noticed after the session is completed, the grade will be changed accordingly. 

5. The Clinic Assistant (CA), Office Assistant (OA), and Radiology Assistant (RA) POD team must report an additional 15 minutes earlier than it would take to set up their units. This team will:
a. Make sure that the clinic and x-ray rooms are prepared for patients 
b. Greet patients, distribute medical histories to new patients, and prepare patient charts for the student operators
c. Make sure that each x-ray operatory and processing room are disinfected (without barriers) for patient seating.
d. 5% of the Final Clinic Grade will be based upon the proper completion of the duties. 
e. PLEASE DO NOT WAIT TO BE TOLD TO DO YOUR DUTIES.
f. Individual students will be responsible for barriers for Rad Units and indicating infection control status of xray room with the proper Green/Red signage. (Always flip sign to “red” when seating patient!)
6. Unless permission is given, no student will leave the clinic floor until everyone is finished. Time must be budgeted wisely as requirements increase each semester. If you finish early, help someone else.

7. All requirements must be completed during the assigned clinic time. No outside clinic appointments will be allowed.

8. Appointment times will be 8:30am and 1:30pm each clinic day. Second appointments should be made if the clinician knows in advance that the 8:30am or the 1:30pm patient will need to leave the clinic session early. In the event this occurs, the student should consider the following groups as second patients for a clinical session: returns, maintenance, or children. Check out times will begin at 11:15am and 4:00pm for all clinic days. This will give the student time to clean up, evaluate x-rays, write up treatment records, and/or be advised by clinical faculty members.

9. At check out, each student is to have all instruments as well as a clean mirror and a gauze square for the clinical instructor’s use. Please have bracket tray free of debris. Grade sheets should be available for the notation of missed deposits. 

10. After recording of grades, grade sheets will be located in the locked in the office for your examination and signature. Please ask a faculty member for assistance in securing your file. STUDENTS MUST REVIEW GRADE SHEETS AT A MINIMUM OF ONCE PER WEEK and SIGN THEIR FOLDER WITH COMMENTS IF NEEDED. If you feel there is an error, bring it to the clinical instructor’s attention as soon as possible.

11. All clinic requirements, including incomplete grades, and records must be completed    and turned in by the last day of clinic, July 31, 2015. 

Clinical Rotations Per Pod/Individual:

The clinic is divided into three pods with 5 students each. Each pod/group of students will handle the responsibilities of the Clinical Assistant (CA), the Radiology Assistant (RA) per clinic session and each pod will rotate through these responsibilities as a team per schedule throughout the semester.

If a student has a cancellation at the last minute or a no-show appointment and the student cannot fill the appointment time with patient, the student may be assigned to the position of Office Assistant (OA). The OA will assist the Clinical Manager in the administrative tasks of the clinical setting.

In addition, the student may be given another clinical task such as the RA. The RA will be responsible for making sure that the x-ray rooms are cleaned and disinfected for each new patient. 

Any additional task(s) assigned to the student will enable the student to become more familiar with the operation of a dental office. The assignments given to the student when there are “last minute” cancellations or “no-show” appointments are considered to be constructive and enriching for student found in these situations. 

Clinical Requirements: (60% of Grade)
Successful completion of the clinical portion of this course with a 78% or higher.

Students will be required to meet both quantity and quality requirements for this semester.

· The goal of each student should be to achieve an 85% Competency Level for each clinical requirement. 
· A minimum of sixty percent (60%) of all Assessment and Instrument Grades must be above 85%, otherwise 1 point will be deducted from corresponding Assessment or Instrumentation Grade Averages.
2. It is imperative to have a patient in the chair at all times and the student should make every effort to fill broken appointments and open appointments.

3. To successfully complete the requirements during DHG 175, it is recommended that each student keep in mind the following time limits for each classification of patient. This is only a guideline to follow. It is understood that some patients will take less time and others will take more. However, it will be the students’ ultimate responsibility to keep track of the time spent on each patient to enable completion of the required quota. See hourly calculations below:

a. Class I

     3  hours

b. Class I+

 3-6  hours

c. Class II

 8-12 hours

d. Class III

12-16 hours

e. Class IV

16-20 hours

4. If you believe your patient to be a Class III or IV, complete your patient assessment*, excluding calculus charting. Alert your instructor to the fact that you may have a difficult patient in the chair and will need a check in earlier. At check in for this particular patient, your instructor will help you determine the classification of difficulty based on the amount of calculus present, the degree to which the periodontal charting needs to be completed, the type of radiographs necessary, and the treatment plan for this patient. (*if obvious that you have a III or IV, complete EO/IO, screen pocket depths and ask instructor to confirm; if unsure, complete patient assessment except for calculus charting) (These patients will have two instructors calibrate on the degree of difficulty of the patient.)
5. If 60% of the 85% competency levels are not achieved and patient requirements are not met, the following will apply:

· For each requirement not completed, 2 points will be deducted from the FINAL clinic grade

· For the 40% not meeting competency: 1 point will be deducted from each patient category grade per the assessment average and/or the instrumentation average 
· ALL GRADES WILL COUNT
· DULL INSTRUMENTS WILL COUNT -10 points per event
· REMEMBER, TISSUE LACERATION CONSTITUTES -6 points per area.

X-ray Requirements:

The following is the radiology requirement for this semester. X-rays will comprise 10% of the final clinical grade. To receive credit for x-rays, a grade of 85% or higher must be achieved; however, all grades count.

STUDENTS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO TAKE RADIOGRAPHS ON EACH OTHER TO MEET THE STATED REQUIREMENTS UNLESS PRIOR APPROVAL FROM A CLINICAL FACULTY MEMBER IS OBTAINED.

X-ray Retake Policy:

There will be a retake policy on all radiographs taken on patients. A retake means that the film is totally unacceptable and cannot be used for diagnostic purposes.

Retakes above the allowed number will carry an automatic 5 point deduction per retake.
If the number of retakes exceeds the number stated above, and is needed for referral basis, or requested from a private dentist for the patient, retakes may be granted from the instructor and directly supervised by the instructor.

If the above requirements are not met, 1 point will be deducted from the FINAL clinic grade for each incomplete item.

Remediation/Enrichment Policy for Radiology Technique/Interpretation/Clinical Instrumentation:

Remediation or enrichment sessions are scheduled at the request of the faculty member and/or the student when deemed necessary.

CHAIRSIDE UTILIZATION POLICY:

Students are required to have a patient in the chair at all times. It is understood that students will have cancellations and this factor is worked into the patient requirement calculation. However, excessive open appointments keep the student from meeting the required number of chairside hours that is set by the program’s accrediting agency.

Students are expected to have a patient in the chair 85% of the clinical hours. For each area where competency is not at the required level, 1 point will be deducted from that category average.
Patient procurement is a large responsibility that the student assumes upon entering the program. Emphasis should be placed on the procurement of difficult cases to develop technical skills of the student. It is recommended that each student maintain a back-up list of patients that could be called on short notice if the cancellation occurs. As always, the faculty and staff will do their part in providing contacts in the community for students to call for appointments. However, IT IS THE STUDENT’S ULTIMATE RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE SURE THAT EACH APPOINTMENT IS FILLED.

PATIENT COMMUNICATION

Students will be responsible for calling their patients to review the medical history AT LEAST 3 – 4 DAYS prior to the appointment. For the first visit, the student MUST ask the patient for the following information:

· Medications being taken (have the medications already referenced from the Computer Drug Program prior to the patient’s appointment—this will be checked by the instructors at the time of appointment, but if completed before the appointment, will save the student valuable chair time.

· Medical problems that would alter dental treatment

· Medical problems that would require pre-medication (refer to Clinic Manual). If the patient’s physician does not feel that pre-medication is necessary, a Physician’s Consult Form must be signed by the physician PRIOR TO TREATMENT.
